	Updates from MDH Immunization staff
	Margo Roddy and Lynn Bahta, MDH immunization staff, updated on five main topics.
· Minnesota Vaccine Admin fee changes under national Affordable Care Act will be updated shortly. DHS will provide this information. Cairns reported that DHS staff will provide an update on this at our April 6th work group meeting.
· MDH will reconvene the Vaccine Financing group this spring (April-May) with all stakeholders to discuss vaccine financing changes, including consideration of a MN universal purchase option. The new Health Commissioner, Dr. Ed Ehlinger, was briefed on the immunization issues and universal purchase and stated his interest in this option. Segal-Freeman is drafting preliminary language for universal vaccine purchase for discussion at meeting.
· MDH staff updated on National Infant Immunization week (April 23-30, 2011).http://www.cdc.gov/vaccines/events/niiw/default.htm They hope to invite a well known speaker (Amanda Peet or Kristi Yamaguchi) to increase parent interest statewide in infant immunizations. MDH staff requested assistance from MNAAP in support of this effort. Jacobson discussed past efforts of pediatricians’ letter to newspaper editors in a regional strategy which could be used for this imm awareness campaign. Cairns encouraged MDH staff to also provide regional data for better targeting of message. Jacobson encouraged state to provide more MN messages rather than general national messages regarding specific imms. Martin proposes contacts to Barbara Otis, Jim Nordin, and those with media savvy; focus on not being above average, stagnant rates. 
· MDH staff are considering a MN Twins link for national Immunization Awareness month in August 2011. Consider asking a Twins dad to help promote childhood immunizations and a media event.
· Somali immunization hesitancy meeting was held with MDH staff, Childrens Hospitals and Clinic staff (Berkowitz/Stinchfield) and Hennepin County Public Health staff and Somali parents. Somali parents are concerned about declining immunization, fears of autism and primary care. Somali parents planning a video on “I choose to vaccinate” for Somali audience and want to encourage more developmental screening of their children. Jacobson updated on Somali focus groups and three Somali language videos developed in partnership with Rochester Somali parent groups. Links/topics as follows:

	AAP Vaccine Hesitancy grant
	This week, AAP issued a request for proposals on Vaccine Hesitancy for chapters. Up to $20,000 is available. Jacobson described a proposed project of simulation training for physicians using a model of training using actors as hesitant parents, a script, and best practices for encouraging parental decision to vaccinate. Sundberg described challenges in their practice in central MN with vaccine refusal and efforts they have considered. A recent report identified by Jacobson, indicated the multiple barriers faced in Midwest with vaccine hesitancy. (attached) Wisconsin Medical Journal 2009. Vol 108 (1)

	MOC4 review
	Haasken and Cairns submitted the draft Immunization MOC4 application for review to American Board of Pediatrics. Sudah Setty from MDH also provided review/input to the quality improvement training. Main indicators tracked for improvement include: are pediatricians’ submitting their vaccines into MIIC (what % are in MICC from sample); and are their patients UTD with vaccines (what %) with 3 reviews during 6 month period and QI action steps for improvement from baseline to 2nd audit; will use MDH online audit tool if over 90% of initial audit doses are in MIIC for each participating pediatrician.
